The symposium will also feature a panel discussion, moderated by Caroline Huffman, director of 
Survivorship and Patient Navigation Services at the Lance Armstrong Foundation, with representatives from 
two Livestrong Survivorship Centers of Excellence who have made significant strides in addressing the needs 
of minority and underserved cancer survivors.
